The fact that an institution, for reasons
related to its staff policy, deals with the
substance of an administrative complaint
which is submitted out of time cannot

have the effect of derogating from the
system of mandatory time-limits laid
down in Articles 90 and 91 of the
Staff Regulations (see the judgment of
12 July 1984 in Case 227/83 Moussis
v Commission [1984] ECR 3133) or
deprive the administration of its right at
the stage of court proceedings to raise an
objection of inadmissibility on the
ground that the complaint was out of
time.
